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Two terrorists belonging to
the Pakistan based Jaish-e-

Mohammad (JeM) terrorist
outfit were eliminated by the
joint team of the security forces
in village Wandakpora area of
Awantipora in South Kashmir's
Pulwama district on Monday.

The slain terrorists have
been identified as Kaisar
Rashid Koka son of Ab Rashid
Koka resident of Tengpora,
Kaigam and Ishaq Ahmad
Lone son of Ghulam Nabi
Lone resident of Lelhar,
Pulwama.

According to police
records, JeM Commander was
a categorised terrorist. He was
active in the South Kashmir

area since the year 2018 and
had exfiltrated to Pakistan.
After acquiring arms/ammu-
nition and training, he infil-
trated back to Kashmir valley
and was active in the areas of
Awantipora, Pulwama. He was
involved in an IED attack at
Larmoo Awantipora on
02/05/2022 in which 02 CRPF
personnel got injured, added
police spokesman.

According to police the
other terrorist, Ishaq Ahmad
Lone was a hybrid terrorist and
was also involved in several
cases including attacks on
police/security forces and civil-
ian atrocities.

The security forces have
also recovered  arms & ammu-
nition including 01 USA made
rifle (M-4 Carbine), 01 pistol

and other materials from the
site of the encounter.

According to a police
spokesman, "the operation was
launched in the area after
receiving a specific information
regarding the presence of ter-
rorists in village Wandakpora
area of Awantipora".

During the search opera-
tion, as the joint search party
approached towards the sus-
pected spot, the hiding terror-
ists fired indiscriminately upon
the joint search party which
was retaliated effectively lead-
ing to an encounter.

In the ensuing encounter,
2 local terrorists of proscribed
terror outfit JeM were killed
and their bodies were retrieved
from the site of encounter,
police said.
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After remaining suspended
for two consecutive days

the Amarnath Yatra resumed
from the Chandanwari route
on Monday while a fresh batch
of over 3,000 pilgrims were dis-
patched from the Jammu yatri
niwas for an onward journey to
perform pilgrimage. 

On the other hand, the
jawans belonging to the engi-
neering regiment of the Indian
army remained deployed on
ground zero to create an alter-
nate route linking the cave
shrine after the previous one
washed away during incessant
rains in the cave shrine area on
Friday. A total number of 16
pilgrims lost their lives in the
tragedy while search for the
missing ones continued with-
out much success.

In a written statement a
Srinagar based Defence
Spokesman Col Emron Musavi
said, "Specialised mountain
and avalanche rescue teams
have been continuously work-
ing to find any possible signs of
life in the snow bridge near the
cave complex. 

“After the decision was
taken to resume the Amarnath
Yatra from 11 July, there was an
immediate need to create a dif-
ferent route to the holy cave for
the yatris away from the water
channel.” 

He said the Army imme-
diately set to task and worked
overnight to clear the area and
prepare an alternative route,
carrying out ground leveling
and preparing stairs using
sandbags.

During the last two days,
jawans of the Indian army sup-
ported by the teams of NDRF,

SDRF, BSF, ITBP,CRPF
Mountain Rescue Teams of
Jammu and Kashmir police
shifted the pilgrims to safer
locations. IAF also chipped in
with timely evacuation of
injured pilgrims to different
base hospitals and rushed
essential supplies and engi-
neering stores to facilitate dif-
ferent teams working on
ground zero.

E a r l i e r , L i e u t e n a n t
Governor Manoj Sinha also vis-
ited Chandanwari to take stock
of facilities and arrangements
for Amarnathji pilgrims.

The Lt Governor also inter-
acted with doctors, sanitation
workers, volunteers, and peo-
ple running community
kitchens there.

The Lt Governor also took
a round of the DRDO hospital
there and inspected the facili-
ties.
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ASpecial court on Monday
rejected the default bail

plea filed by Maharashtra’s
former Home Minister Anil
Deshmukh and two others in
a corruption case initiated
against them on the ground
that the CBI’s charge-sheet
was “incomplete” and that the
investigation had not been
completed.

Though he pronounced
the one-line operative part of
his order rejecting default bail
plea filed by Deshmukh and
two others, Special CBI Court
Judge SH Gwalani said that he
would pass a detailed order
later. ““Now it is just a one-line
order. Let me get the order
typed and then you will get a
copy of the entire order,” the
Judge told Advocate Sairuchita

Choudhry, appearing for
Deshmukh’s former personal
secretary Sanjeev Palande, who
wanted a copy of the order.

The three accused –
Deshmukh, Palande and the
former State Home Minister’s
personal assistant Kundan
Shinde – had moved the spe-
cial court on the ground the
charge-sheet filed by the CBI
was “incomplete” as it had
not submitted the documents
that are to be submitted along
with the charge-sheet. The
documents were submitted
after the stipulated period of 45
days of arresting the accused in
the case.       

In his plea filed in the
court, Deshmukh’s lawyer
Aniket Nikam said that an
“incomplete” charge-sheet was
filed by the CBI  against his
client.  “Hence the applicant is

entitled to invoke the remedy
of statutory bail as contem-
plated under the provisions of
section 167 (2) of the CrPC,”
the lawyer stated an plea filed
before the court on behalf of
the court.

“Section 167(2) of the
CrPC confers a right of bail on
the accused if the investigating
agency defaults in filing charge
sheet within the time period
stipulated in the section. In ny
client’s case, the CBI filed the
charge sheet on June 2 but it
was incomplete,” Deshmukh’s
lawyer told the court.

“The investigation is said
to be complete if sufficient
material is collected by the
investigating officer, based on
which cognisance can be taken
under Section 167 of the CrPC.
An incomplete charge sheet
filed without completing the

investigation cannot be used to
defeat the right of statutory bail
under Section 167(2) of the
CrPC,” Deshmukh’s plea stat-
ed.

The petitioners had argued
that the charge sheet in the case
– along with relevant docu-
ments ought to have been filed
within 60 days from the arrest
of the accused. Since the con-
dition had not been fulfilled,

the accused had sought default
bail in the case.

It may be recalled that on
April 6, 2022,  the CBI got the
custody of former Home
Minister Anil Deshmukh in a
Rs 400 crore corruption case.

It may be recalled that on
November 2, 2021, the ED had
arrested Deshmukb under the
provisions of Prevention of
Money Laundering Act
(PMLA) on charges of bribery,
conspiracy and misuse of
office. Deshmukh had resigned
from his post as the State
Home Minister on April 5
2021 within hours after the
Bombay High Court ordered a
“Preliminary Enquiry” (PE)
by the CBI into the serious
charges of corruption made
against him by Mumbai’s for-
mer Police Commissioner
Param Bir Singh. He is being

investigated by the CBI and
Enforcement Directorate (ED)
over the allegations of corrup-
tion made by Param Bir Singh.   

It may be recalled that on
March 20, 2021 the former
commissioner of police had
alleged that State Home
Minister Deshmukh had asked

now arrested and dismissed
police officer Sachin Vaze  to
"collect" a staggering Rs 100
crore per month from bars,
restaurants and other sources
in Mumbai.

Deshmukh is being inves-
tigated by the CBI in connec-
tion with a First Information

Report (FIR) registered by it on
April 24 section 7 of the
amended Prevention of
Corruption Act and section
120-b (conspiracy) of IPC for
an “attempt to obtain undue
advantage for important and
dishonest performance of the
public duty”.
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Amajor controversy erupted after
Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee

was allegedly "not invited" by the
Kolkata Metro Railway authorities in
an inauguration programme of a new
line connecting Asia’s busiest station at
Sealdah to Sector 5 in Salt Lake. 

Union Minister Smriti Irani inau-
gurated the project during which only
local Trinamool Congress MP Sudip
Bandopadhyay was invited.
Bandopadhyay skipped the programme
alleging lack of courtesy on the part of
the Railway authorities by not inviting
the Chief Minister.

While the BJP claimed that she was
indeed invited to the programme a sub-
sequent invitation card sent to her
house showed no mention of the Chief
Minister. It only contained the names
of the Union Minister and the local MP

and MLA.
“This is highly indecent … you do

not show respect to high dignitaries
like this … they have no regards for the
protocol even,” said Bengal Minister
Firhad Hakim who is also the Kolkata
Mayor and who was also extended the
invitation the way Mamata was  invit-
ed. Incidentally the Chief Minister was
presently in North Bengal. “They were
trying to find a time when she will be
out of Kolkata to organise the show but
the people know how the Chief
Minister played a big role in imple-
menting the project,” said Hakim.

Congress leader Adhir Chowdhury
however said that the project was
actually inaugurated by
then Bengal Chief
Minister Buddhadeb
Bhattacharjee and
Union Minister Pranab
Mukherjee in 2009.
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Researchers from IIT Indore
have found that cancer-

causing virus Epstein Barr
Virus (EBV) can infect the
neuronal cells and drive vari-
ous changes in biomolecules
such as fatty acids, carbohy-
drates, and protein compo-
nents, leading to diseases of the
central nervous system as well
as brain cancer. The study is
published in the journal ACS
Chemical Neuroscience.

The EBV virus has been
found to be widely present in
the human population. It usu-
ally does not cause any harm,
but the virus gets reactivated
inside the body in some
unusual conditions like
immunological stress or
immunocompetence. This may
further lead to various com-
plications like a type of blood
cancer called Burkitt’s lym-
phoma, stomach cancer, mul-
tiple sclerosis, and so on.
Earlier studies provided links
of EBV involvement in various
neurodegenerative diseases.
However, how this virus can
affect the cells of the brain and
manipulate them is still unex-
plored.

The researchers utilized
the Raman microspectroscopy
technique, supported by the

Department of Science and
Technology (DST) under FIST
scheme to explore the possible
impacts of a cancer-causing
virus on brain cells. The tech-
nique based on Raman Effect
is a simple, cost-effective tool
to find sensitive chemical
changes in biological samples.

They showed that there
could be timely and gradual
changes in various biomole-
cules in the neuronal cells
under viral inf luence.
Additionally, these changes
were distinct when compared
to the changes observed in
other supportive brain cells
(that is,  astrocyte and
microglia).The team consists of
a group leader from Infection
Bioengineering group at IIT
Indore, Dr. Hem Chandra Jha,
along with his students Omkar
Indari, Shweta Jakhmola, and
Meenakshi Kandpal in col-
laboration with the group
leader of Material and Device
Laboratory (Department of
Physics), Professor Rajesh
Kumar and team including
Dr. Devesh K. Pathak and Ms.
Manushree Tanwar found that
some common biomolecular
changes were observed at times
in these cells.

They observed that the
lipid, cholesterol, proline, and
glucose molecules increased in
the cells under viral influence.
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
